S-Trap Installation
1. The S-pipe should be put into position and cut to suit your set out, then attached to the wall using the supplied threaded fitting.
This clips to the back of the pipe and has a mounting plate which can be attached to the wall using screws (not included).

2. Push the pan hard into position to ensure the ceramic outlet is pushed into the S-pipe until a secure fitting is reached.

PLEASE DO NOT SILICONE PAN TO FLOOR UNTIL TOILET HAS BEEN CHECKED FOR LEAKS.

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Seat Installation

1. Take care not to open the lid past 105°
before it is fixed to the toilet pan.

2. Remove the screw from the hinge plug, taking care to keep the
brass nut inside the plug. Arrange the components as shown in
the diagram. Screw into place. The fixing bracket in the plug will

automatically move into the horizontal position for a secure fit.

FIXING BRACKET

3. Push toilet seat onto fixings.

4. Adjust to fit ceramic well.

5. Push button and lift seat straight

up to remove.

6. Tighten the screws.

7. Fix hinge covers over hinges.

8. Replace the seat.

Inlet Valve Service

2. Cleaning the Diaphragm

It is possible for dirt/debris to prevent the valve shutting off.
To remedy this the diaphragm may be cleaned as follows:

1. Unclip the float arm from the adjustment screw

2. Twist the plastic top-assembly firmly anti-clockwise and
remove it from the valve body

3. Inspect both rubber diaphragm and valve seat
4. Rinse under running water to remove debris

5. Re-assemble in reverse order
